Image dimensions

should be approximately 5 x 7 inches (13 x 18 cm) at 300 ppi (120 p/cm) in tif

format. Name your files in the following manner: first name initial, underscore,

last name, underscore, image title. If there is not a title for an image,

designate the image as Untitled_1, Untitled_2 or Untitled_3.

On the CD, print your name, email address and if the CD is in MAC or PC format.

Exhibit Prints

Sawtooth hangers are not allowed. Acetate coverings, brackets, quick-frames or any type of clamp leaving exposed glass will not be accepted. The frame size may not exceed 28 inches / 71 cm in width.

All work must be for sale. Please provide the retail sale price of your works. Pricing may not be changed after the work is received. Angled Art Gallery will encourage sales during the exhibition and will retain a 40% commission on all work sold.

Exhibition
